Thank you for purchasing my pattern! This is so much fun to make…..AND It is 
SUPER Easy!!!   Get all of your materials ready……..Then get a cup of coffee and 

read all of the instructions before beginning your project!  It is much easier to do 
it that way!  

You can make a template of the pattern pieces out of cardstock paper, or 
cardboard for future use if you’d like, I do that a lot with patterns that I use 

frequently. Ok, lets get started!!   
Use the tracing lines as your sewing line guide!  

 
Snowman Head & Body: 

This is just so much fun to make! You’ll love it! :o)…. You’ll need to cut out 8 pieces 
of the head pattern piece.  What I do is number my pieces 1 thru 8 (Just a small 

number at the 
top of the piece made with a pencil will work for you to see it) Now take piece #1 & 

#2, and put them 
together flat…then machine stitch about ¼” from the edge to the RIGHT ONLY. 

Now open #1 & #2 
up and spread them open, then take piece #3 and match it up to piece #2 flat 

together, and stitch to 
the RIGHT, then open those 3 pieces up, and take #4 and match it flat to #3 and 

stitch to the 
RIGHT…..You keep doing this till you get to #7…stitch # 7 to # 8 the same way..to 

the 
RIGHT….and now you are going to stitch #8 to #1…….turn it RSO (Right Side Out) 

and there you go…you have a nice round 
snowman head.  Stuff it good and TIGHT!!!! Round it out as you go with the stuffing 

to give it a 
full round shape. 



Get your Antique White craft paint and mix about 2 teaspoons of paint to about 2 
cups of your coffee staining mixture (Recipe Included)…mix it around with a sponge 

brush, then get 
your snowman head and “Color Wash” it…That is what color washing is, mixing your 

paint and 
coffee stain together…it saves an extra step of staining, and the results are 

AWESOME!!!!  Put on some rubber gloves to do this, so you don’t get your hands all 
painted as well ;o)……Using a sponge brush, brush the mixture 

on your snowman head, covering it good, then place it on an old cookie sheet lined 
with aluminum 

foil or Freezer paper and put it in the oven on about 250-300 degrees. BE SURE to 
watch it closely…Don’t want 

Frosty’s head to burn up! Check it every 5 minutes or so until it is dry! When it is 
dry, it is time to go on and hand stitch his face on…..Use the black floss for his 

eyes, and the orange for his nose….remember, it is PRIMITIVE so it does NOT have 
to be perfect stitching! Most of the time I try to make my stitches look old and 
worn as well as the finished product!  Now get those body pattern pieces and get 

them taped together so that you have just one body piece…now take that and place 
it on the FOLD of DOUBLED Warm & Natural quilt batting.  Which means, take 2 
pieces of quilt batting and put them together, now fold them in HALF…..place the 
pattern piece onto the FOLD, then trace it onto the fabric!  Pin the fabric so that 

it doesn’t move, and cut out your body pattern piece.  When you have it cut out, 
unfold it and you will have your body piece! And it will be the same size on both 
sides, even better :o)……Now machine stitch it all the way up, but leave the neck 
opening open.  This is where you are going to be adding a stick or dowel for neck 

support later.  Cut a slit through ONE LAYER ONLY in the middle of the body…This 
is where you will turn it RSO…Stuff the entire body nice and tight…..Hand stitch 
the opening closed where you turned it and stuffed it.  Lets get that body color 
washed to match his head :o)  Do the same as stated above to mix your stain and 
paint, using the Antique White paint….Brush the whole body, front and back, then 
put it in the oven to dry…..***You can also dry your primitives out in the sun….I do 

mine both ways!  The oven is the quickest, and to me, looks more primitive….But it is 
totally up you*** 

 
Snowman Hat & Crow & Cardinal: 

Lets start with the bottom of your snowman hat, take 2 pieces of muslin and trace 
onto your muslin fabric.. then cut out the bottom of the snowman hat.  Stitch about 

¼” from the edge.  When you have it stitched up, cut a slit through ONE LAYER 
ONLY in the middle.  This is where you turn the snowman hat bottom RSO (Right 
Side Out).  Do not add any stuffing to this, and there is no need to stitch the slit 
closed where you turned it…You will be hand stitching the snowman hat top over 

this in just a little while.  Set that aside and get the top of your hat stitched up on 



both sides, leaving the bottom and top of the hat open.  Cut out the circle from the 
pattern piece.  Get your pins and pin the circle to the top of the hat while it is still 
WSO (Wrong Side Out)…Pin it all the way around the top….You are going to have 
some excess material left from the circle…..but I would much rather have TOO 
much, than not enough, and it isn’t going to matter anyway, because the excess 

circle material will be on the inside of your frosty hat …..Ok…when you have the 
circle piece pinned around the top opening of your frosty hat, get your sewing 

machine and stitch them together. About ¼” from the edge of the snowman hat top.  
Remember you WILL have excess, but don’t worry!  You can trim off the excess 

now.  Then turn the snowman hat RSO…You are going to stuff you hat next.  Stuff 
it good….Take it and place it over the slit that you cut on the bottom of the 

snowman hat, and hand stitch it to the bottom piece.  Remember, your stitches do 
NOT have to be perfect!!! Primitive stitches are NOT perfect :o)  Now go ahead 
and get your crow & Cardinal bird pattern pieces and cut them out and machine 
stitch them up as shown on the pattern piece.  Sculpt the crows beak and hand 

stitch him a knot for his eyes….Don’t stitch the cardinal’s eye on until AFTER you 
paint him and get him out of the oven.  Mix about 3 tablespoons of Black craft paint 
to about 2 cups of stain….put your gloves on, then using a sponge brush, brush the 
snowman hat and crow!  Be sure you get it all covered!  Sprinkle them with some 

cinnamon, then put them in the oven to dry on an old cookie sheet.  While those are 
drying, mix about 1 teaspoon of Real Red craft paint to about ½ cup of the stain 

mixture.  Brush the entire cardinal.  Let him dry in the oven!  Get him out and get 
some black craft paint and paint the black on him using the pattern piece as a guide 

of where to paint him black….let that dry in the oven!  When he gets out, hand 
stitch his eyes on with black floss….just tie a knot in the thread and use the knot 

for his eyes :o) 
For the broom, this is really easy….get a stick and some twigs, or you can use a 

cinnamon broom and cut the twigs from it…..get a piece of your rusty wire and wire 
the twigs onto the end of the stick…..There is your broom!    

 
 
 
 

Assembling Your Snowman Door Doll: 
At this point it is time to get everything together and ready to hang!!!  Lets start 
by getting the hot glue gun heated and ready to go!  Also get a needle and thread 
ready!  Get your dowel or stick that you’ve chosen to support your snowman’s neck!  
One about 5” long is a good size…..put a drop or so of hot glue inside the neck, then 

stick the dowel or stick in the hole and give it a few twists to make sure it is 
secure….Now get your snowman head and put some hot glue inside the bottom hole 
of the head, then put the head down on the neck…..be sure that he is facing the 
front!  Push it down till there is hardly any of the neck left showing.  Get your 



needle and thread and hand stitch the head in place for a little added 
security….Stitch it all the way around……Don’t worry about the stitches showing, 

you are gonna add the scarf around his neck!  Go ahead and cut a piece of the red 
and white ticking fabric for the scarf…..cut it about 30” long and about 3” wide.  Dip 
it in your coffee staining mixture and wring out the excess………..dry it in the oven.  
When it is dry, take it out and wrap it around your snowman’s neck.  At this point 
you can hand stitch rusty bells down the front of the snowman…..You can also add 
rusty stars….anything you want to add!  To add the stick arms, find the sticks you 
want to use, and cut a small hole in the side where his arm will stick out…..add a 

drop or two of hot glue in the hole, then put the stick in the hole and give it a few 
twists to secure it…….I like to go on and add a few hand stitches around the stick, 
too!  Just makes it more secure!   Now you can get your broom and wire it to one of 
the snowman’s stick arms as shown.  Hand stitch the crow to the snowman’s hat as 
shown….Use some black embroidery floss for this….tuck a little bit of moss around 
the crow for his ‘nest’……If you want to, tie on a piece of vintage tinsel around your 
snowman hat like I’ve done in the picture.…..now get your cardinal and wire him to 
the snowman’s stick arm as shown!  Sprinkle EVERYTHING with cinnamon for a 
SUPER grungy look on top of all the grunging that you’ve already done!  At this 

point, add a piece of rusty wire in the back of the snowman…..poke it through his 
scarf and make a loop!  You can now get ready to add the glass glitter……if you don’t 
want to glitter him, then just skip this step :o)………Take your snowman and lay him 

flat out on some newspapers or old cardboard boxes….either is fine…..Get your 
spray adhesive and spray the snowman from top to bottom!!!!  Grab your glass 

glitter (BE CAREFUL, it is REAL GLASS!!!!!!!)  Sprinkle as much as you want all over 
him!!  Now that snowman looks like he has been out in the sleet and snow! ;o)

*~How To Stain~* 
Coffee/Tea Mixture Recipe 

 
5 tbsp. of Instant Coffee for each cup of HOT water. This makes a good DARK stain!  

(I use the Wal-Mart brand of instant coffee because if you are like me, and use a 
LOT of stain, it will get expensive if you use the name brand instant coffee! The 

generic is PERFECT for primmin’ ) You can also use about 4 Teabags per 1 cup of 
hot water! 

Add about 1 tbsp of cinnamon to your coffee or tea mixture while it is still hot! 
This way the cinnamon will dissolve.  Add some Vanilla Extract…(Mexican Vanilla is 
AWESOME for this!!!!) I use an old coffee pot to mix my staining solution in, and it 

STAYS on my counter!! I use a TON of stain!  It will keep just fine sitting out all 
week on your counter, just be sure to cover it up when you are not using it, or you 

can cover it and put it in the frig.  After your mixture has sat for a while and 
cooled off, you will have some AWESOME “sludge” grungy goop in the bottom, this 
is a GOOD thing!  No need to throw it out if you see this…USE it!!! Pick some of it 

up with your brush and put it on your primitives!!! You want an uneven stain 
anyway, so this is a good things   You can add candle scents to your coffee 

mixture also! (You can buy candle scents at any crafting store like Hobby Lobby, or 
Joann’s.  You can also buy some really good smelling candle scents off of eBay!!!  

I like to use an old paintbrush or a sponge brush to brush my staining mixture on…It 
covers real good   

 
Walnut Ink Crystals are also great for staining!!! I like to stain my tags with this!  

You can buy Walnut ink crystals off of Ebay, and a little of this goes a LONG way!!!  
You will use about 1 tsp of walnut ink to about 1 cup of hot water!  I like to add my 
walnut ink mixture to a spray bottle, (You can get one of these at any Wal-Mart or 
craft store).  Then you can spray your primitive crafts! If you choose to use walnut 
ink, it takes less time to dry.  I usually use the walnut ink to do my primitive tags.  
It is the BEST way to make tags that you are going to stamp something on, because 

you won’t have the gritty cinnamon on your tags that can mess up your stamps. 
 

Dry your primitives in the oven…..Set your oven temp to about 250-300 
degrees….Place your prim project on an old cookie sheet…..One that you don’t 

mind getting paint on, if you are painting something.  You can also get some 
aluminum foil, or freezer paper and line your cookie sheet, it makes clean up SO 
much easier!!!   Be sure to WATCH your stuff CLOSELY in the oven so it doesn’t 

burn…..I check my stuff about once every 5 to 7 minutes until it is completely dry. 
**Tip: You can spray your finished product with primitive room sprays, too! Your 
customers will LOVE getting something that smells good!!  You can get all kinds of 

primitive room sprays on eBay!  
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
