2 - Small Black Buttons (Eyes)
Fiberfil Stuffing
Disappearing Marker

Black, Orange, Ivory DMC Floss
Acrylic Paint - Ivory

White School Glue

Thin Wire

Coffee Solution

2 - 12" Sticks from Yard
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**BEFORE YOU BEGIN™
* Read all instructions thoroughly and assemble all the materials
you will need before beginning.
*1/4" seam allowance is not included on most pattern pieces. Tracing
line is sewing line unless otherwise indicated. Refer to pattern.
*You may coffee stain your fabric before begining your project
or after. (or bothl!)

**TECHNIQUES FOR PRIMIN' IT**

Coffee Stain Mix

* Mix approx. 1/4 cup instant coffee with 1/2 cup water plus a
pinch of vanilla extract. You may even add a hint of cinnamon to
the mixture. For a lighter stain effect use instant tea. You may
apply this with a sponge brush or squirt bottle.

Bakin' Your Prims

* Some people like to bake their projects in the oven to "age"
them a bit. If you choose to do this after coffee staining
PLEASE WATCH IT CLOSELY! Slow dry your project in a warm
180 degree oven with the door left ajar just slightly. Turn your
prim every so often to prevent scorching and allow it to dry evenly.

Sanding

* The key to the prim look is careful sanding of your project. I
use fine sandpaper. Medium is ok, just be careful, you don't want
to sand straight through the fabric. Sand lightly all over. A little
more in areas that would naturally show more age. Afterwards, you
may rub lightly with cinnamon to "grubby" it up even more.
Makes it smell good too!

Makin' a Prim Tag
* Spray or brush coffee mix on tags, bake in oven at 180 degrees
until dry. After they cool add your favorite prim saying.
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*Makin’ Your Black Cat with Wands

Trace 1 doll body onto doubled black homespun. Tracing line is sewing
line. With right sides together, sew on line leaving open where indicated
on pattern. Trim excess. Stuff the body firmly all the way to the top.
Cut one doll body pocket out of contrasting homespun. Position onto the
cats lower body as shown on the color photo. Stitch on using one thread
of black DMC floss leaving the top of the pocket open. Make your
stitches random and not too neat, criss crossing every so often. Cut one
small star out of contrasting homespun. Position onto the cats pocket as
shown on the pattern piece and color photo and stitch on using one
thread of black DMC floss. Make stitches random and not oo neaft,
criss crossing every so often. Stitch a rusty bell to the center of the
star. Gather the top of the dolls body/neck using a long length of black
DMC floss and a running stitch but do not pull up tight yet. Now trace
the head and two arms onto your black homespun fabric. Tracing line is
sewing line. Sew, right sides together, leaving open where indicated on
pattern pieces. Trim excess, turn right side out, and stuff to the lines
indicated on pattern pieces. For the cat's face, cut one mouth piece out
of warm and natural. You may soak this in your coffee stain solution to
darken it a bit if you wish. After soaking allow to dry completely. Once
dry, position the mouth on the cats face and stitch on using one thread
of black DMC floss. I do the vertical lines first and then the middle
"smiling" part. Now we need to finish the face. Using 6 strands of
orange DMC floss stitch on the nose using a long doll needle. Enter and
exit at the neckline. Using two strands of ivory DMC floss, stitch on the
eyebrows. Highlight the area right above the eyes with a little ivory
paint and a very dry brush. Allow to dry completely. Center the button
eyes above the nose and sew in place. Enter and exit at the neck. Lastly,
cut 4 lengths of black DMC floss 12" long and thread through the
kitty's face on either side of his nose. Tie a knot on each side to secure.

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Refer to the pattern piece for positions of all items. It may be easier
to sketch on the facial features with a disappearing marker before you
start. Lastly, Cut two ear pieces out of contrasting homespun and stitch
to the ears with one strand of black DMC floss. Now let's sculpt the
cat paws. With a long length of black DMC floss and a doll needle enter
at point "A" from underneath the paw. Leave a tail of DMC floss about
5" long underneath the paw. Procede around the outside of the paw fil
you meet the 5" tail on the other side. Pull slightly on the thread to
indent the fabric and tie a knot. Do the same for point "B". Lightly
shade around the indentations using ivory paint and a dry brush method.
Use very little paint, just enough to highlight the area. Position the arms
on the sides of the body so they lay the way you like. Tack in place.
Refer to the pattern piece for positions of all items. Now using your
fingers, make an indentation in the stuffing about 2 inches deep into the
top of the fiberfil (of the cats body) for the kittys neck to fit into. Fill
hole with white school glue and insert the neck into the stuffing. When
you have it where you want it, pull up tight on the top strings to gather.
Tie off and clip threads. Let dry. Tie a strip of homespun approx. 1" x
24" around the neck and make a bow to hide the gathered neck edge.
Trim the ends of the bow to the desired length. The very last thing I do
is make the wands, so let's get to it! Trace one star and one moon on to
homespun fabric of your choice. Sew on traced line with right sides
together, leaving open where indicated on pattern. Trim excess, furn
right side out and stuff firmly. Sew openings closed. Now just stitch
each one to a stick you get from the yard. Once the star and moon are
secured to the sticks, just wrap each one ina 12" length of rusty wire.
Add a few rusty bells along the way for a cute prim look. Insert the
wands into the cats front pocket. Add a little hanger to the back with

a loop of DMC floss! You did itl What a cute little black cat door hanger!
