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Primitive Grungy Daisy 

 
Thank you very much for purchasing my pattern!  
You can make as many of these as you’d like for 
your shop, for ebay, or craft shows….NO MASS 

producing at ALL!  You may NOT copy this pattern 
in anyway to “Share” with friends….You may NOT 

resell this pattern anywhere online or offline….You 
MUST give me credit as the pattern designer!   

 
Ok, now enough of the do’s & don’ts  Let’s get 
started!  These are SUPER easy and fun to make!!  
The 1st thing you need to do is either cut, or trace 
your pattern on your material…I have included 2 

sizes of the daisies for you to make…so either one 
you want to start with is fine ….You’ll need to cut 
out 2 pieces of your fabric for the big circle, and 1 
piece of the smaller circle, cut from an old quilt, or 
any kind of thick fabric like that….I like to use old 
quilts!  Now, you need to keep the 2 pieces of the 
larger circle together, put them on an old baking 

cookie sheet, and paint them……You want to paint 
these “Antique White”…What you are going to be 
doing is actually “color washing” ….Put some of 

your Antique White paint out on a paper plate, then 
pour some of your strong coffee mixture (See 

Recipe Included) into your paint!  Yes, pour the 
coffee mixture in the paint )….Take a sponge brush, 
and mix it together….Just a little, you want it to be 



kinda “clumpy”…Now take your sponge brush and 
paint the big circles, front and back…try keeping 

them together ….Now paint your smaller 
circles…You want to paint these the same 

way..except use the “Antique Gold” paint…mix in 
some of your coffee mixture and paint both sides of 
the circle…Put them on an old cookie sheet, and put 
them all in the oven to dry….Your oven needs to be 

between 250 and 300 degrees..WATCH them 
CLOSELY …Don’t want them to burn up  

 
When they are dry, take them out of the oven and 
remove them from the cookie sheet….sometimes 
they stick, so just peel them off..still keeping the 

larger circles together…Now take your small circle, 
place it in the center of the 2 larger circles, and 

hand stitch them together…Now turn it over and cut 
a small slit in the back of the daisy…stuff in a tad 

bit of stuffin’ inside…Not too much…just enough to 
make it stand out a little bit. Take your scissors, 

and cut slits around the outside larger circles about 
½” all the way around, cut all the way to the middle 
circle, ½” cuts…(See picture)….this will make your 

daisy petals. 
 

Make sure your hot glue gun is ready to go at this 
point, and have your sticks ready…cause it is time 
to glue your sticks to the flowers…I like to sharpen 
the ends of my sticks…this way they go up in the 
flower better…put a dab of glue on the end of the 
stick, and insert it in the little hole you cut to put 
your stuffin’ in….If you want to, at this point you 

can do a little stitch around the slit and the stick to 



give it a little extra security, but if not, no worries, it 
will stay in place  

 
If you want to, you can take some muslin, and use 
“Hunter Green” craft paint, and the coffee staining 
mixture, mix them together and paint small pieces 
of muslin or osnaburg material in strips, dry them 

in the oven, and tie them onto the sticks for 
leaves….This way looks so primitive!  

 
You can make a bunch of these and tie them 

together with a stained piece of osnaburg, or a 
piece of jute, and hang them together….Or you can 
add them to your crafting projects…You can’t go 

wrong with a “Dirty Grungy Daisy” 

*~How To Stain~* 
Coffee/Tea Mixture Recipe 

 
5 tbsp. of Instant Coffee for each cup of HOT water. This makes a good DARK stain!  

(I use the Wal-Mart brand of instant coffee because if you are like me, and use a 
LOT of stain, it will get expensive if you use the name brand instant coffee! The 

generic is PERFECT for primmin’ ) You can also use about 4 Teabags per 1 cup of 
hot water! 

Add about 1 tbsp of cinnamon to your coffee or tea mixture while it is still hot! 
This way the cinnamon will dissolve.  Add some Vanilla Extract…(Mexican Vanilla is 
AWESOME for this!!!!) I use an old coffee pot to mix my staining solution in, and it 

STAYS on my counter!! I use a TON of stain!  It will keep just fine sitting out all 
week on your counter, just be sure to cover it up when you are not using it, or you 

can cover it and put it in the frig.  After your mixture has sat for a while and 
cooled off, you will have some AWESOME “sludge” grungy goop in the bottom, this 
is a GOOD thing!  No need to throw it out if you see this…USE it!!! Pick some of it 

up with your brush and put it on your primitives!!! You want an uneven stain 
anyway, so this is a good things   You can add candle scents to your coffee 

mixture also! (You can buy candle scents at any crafting store like Hobby Lobby, or 
Joann’s.  You can also buy some really good smelling candle scents off of eBay!!!  

I like to use an old paintbrush or a sponge brush to brush my staining mixture on…It 
covers real good   

 
Walnut Ink Crystals are also great for staining!!! I like to stain my tags with this!  

You can buy Walnut ink crystals off of Ebay, and a little of this goes a LONG way!!!  
You will use about 1 tsp of walnut ink to about 1 cup of hot water!  I like to add my 
walnut ink mixture to a spray bottle, (You can get one of these at any Wal-Mart or 
craft store).  Then you can spray your primitive crafts! If you choose to use walnut 
ink, it takes less time to dry.  I usually use the walnut ink to do my primitive tags.  
It is the BEST way to make tags that you are going to stamp something on, because 

you won’t have the gritty cinnamon on your tags that can mess up your stamps. 
 

Dry your primitives in the oven…..Set your oven temp to about 250-300 
degrees….Place your prim project on an old cookie sheet…..One that you don’t 

mind getting paint on, if you are painting something.  You can also get some 
aluminum foil, or freezer paper and line your cookie sheet, it makes clean up SO 
much easier!!!   Be sure to WATCH your stuff CLOSELY in the oven so it doesn’t 

burn…..I check my stuff about once every 5 to 7 minutes until it is completely dry. 
**Tip: You can spray your finished product with primitive room sprays, too! Your 
customers will LOVE getting something that smells good!!  You can get all kinds of 

primitive room sprays on eBay!  
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
