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~Staining Mixture~

This is my version of staining. I'm sure there are
numerous ways to do this. I'd suggest starting with my
version and then testing and making it your own.
Otherwise, this WILL work nicely.

Use an old pan. I brew my morning coffee then after
having a couple cups myself ©, I pour some hot coffee
info my pan. About two cups or so. While your coffee is

still hot, add about 1 tsp. Cinnamon and about 3 tsp cocoa.
Mix well. This mixture will keep for a good week. It will
settle and get a sort of 'sludge’ in the bottom. You can
reheat your mixture to dissolve this, but I tend to like
that sludge! It looks good n grungy when you stain with it.
I use an old paint brush to apply the mixture.

You can add other scents to your mixture if you like.
You can spray finished prims with Primitive Room Spray
too. Be Creative~ Ideas are endless!

Once T've stained my prim up good, sometimes I rub a
little more cinnamon on for a more grungy look.
Lastly, I dry my prims in the oven. About 250-300
degrees. Watch closely. You can let them air dry.



Primitive Witch Cat -n- Crow Pattern
#015

~Materials Needed~

Muslin/Osnaburg
Spanish Moss
Black embroidery thread
Paint brush
Acrylic paints in black and mustard
Hang Tag (optional)
Hot glue gun (optional)
Stuffing
Thread and general sewing Notions
A section of wire to fit around the cat's neck
Sand paper
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Primitive Witch Cat -n- Crow Pattern

I'm so glad you've chosen o use my pattern. If there is
anything you do not understand about the directions,
please feel free to email me at anytime and I'll do my

best to make it easier for you.
Please go over all the instructions before beginning.

This pattern will make a Cat approx. 12.5" x 7". Of
course, the final project will be taller, since you'll be
Adding a witch hat to the cat and the crow.

You can either cut out the pattern or trace it onto your
material. Once your pattern fabric is cut ouft...

Sew the front and back pieces together. First the cat,
then the crow (leaving the opening for turning),
Then continue with the point of the witch hats. You'll
have two hats when you're done. Sew the hat brims
together front to back, then, make a small slit on one
side—in the middle, for easy turning. Turn and top-stitch
around the outer rim of both hat brims.



Now, you're ready for turning and stuffing the rest of
the items. Make sure to SNIP all the curved areas
before turning to prevent puckering. Make sure not to
snip the seams.

First, stuff the cat and crow, nice and tight. With a
needle and thread, using an in-and-out stitch, sculpt the
beak of the crow. Next, pinch tfogether the nose area of
the cat that you want to stitch. Use your needle and
thread and use a side-ways in-and-out stitch to pinch-
stitch the nose and mouth.

(wait to stitch on the eyes till after you've painted)

Now, stuff the points of the witch hats. Place the point
on the brim to center it. (Make sure the 'slit' side, that
you cut for turning, is on the bottom. You won't see that
part anyway, once you've sewn the hat to the head.)
You're going to turn under the bottom of the point
section, next to the brim, to make a hem. Use a whip-
stitch to go around and connect the two pieces. Sew both
hats the same way.

Now, you're ready to paint. Go on and heat your oven to
250-300 degrees. Prepare an old cookie sheet to lay the
prims on to dry them in your oven.

I'd suggest painting over your kitchen sink and using latex
gloves as this can be a messy task.

I thin my paint with a little water to make it easier to get
into all the tiny seams. You can also thin your paint with
your coffee stainl!



Begin by painting your crows' beak mustard. Use a smaller
detail brush for this job and a thicker, fuller one for the
Black. Go on and place the crow on the cookie sheet and
let his beak dry some. While he's drying, paint your cat
And witch hats black. Remove the crow and let him cool,
then paint him black too. Place all pieces info the oven to
dry. Watch them closely, so they don't burnl!

Once dry, let them cool down and lightly sand with
sandpaper.

At this point, stitch on the cat and crow eyes.

Cut three squares from osnaburg or muslin. Again, use
the black embroidery thread to sew them to the cats’
Belly. Next pencil on the letters and embroidery them on.

Now, it's back to the ovenl Bush each piece with your
coffee-staining mixture. Cover them well.

Make sure to let some of that sludge that has settled
into the bottom of your pan get onto your prims as well.
This makes a wonderful aged, grungy look when it's dried.
If you like, make your coffee staining mixture up one or
two days in advance so you'll be sure to have some settled
sludge in the bottom.

Again, place your prims in the oven to dry. Check often
and watch closely. When they're dry, let them cool and
begin sanding again. Sand and make them look nice and
aged. Careful not to sand too hard on the Letters.



If they aren’t dark enough, you can stain them again, or
sprinkle cinnamon on them and rub it in. That works well
too.

Now, stitch the smaller hat to the crow's head with
Regular Black thread. Take the cat's hat and turn it over.
Use some good scissors and snip a hole so the cat’'s ear
can fit into it. Shove them up into the point of the hat
and cut the stuffing a little, so it'll go on better.
Once it fits how you want it, use reqular black thread and
stitch it into place on the cat's head/ear.

You can choose to use a glue gun for this part, or not.
For extra security, I used just a little under the crow.
First, I positioned the crow where I wanted him and
stitched the crow to the cat's back. Once he was
stitched in place, I slipped the tip of the glue gun under
him and added a little glue. Hold him in place till it dries.
Take a small amount of Spanish Moss and fit it around
the bottom on the crow to make him look ‘nested’ in.

Lastly, if you want to add a hang tag to your prim. Get
one that you want and stain it with your coffee mixture
and let it oven dry. It won't take long. Then you can
stamp, paint or write whatever you'd like on your tag. Use
a piece of wire to attach it around the cat’s neck.
